When a floor with an underlay is exposed to a long-term static load (e.g. by heavy furniture), all advantages

in technical performance of the underlay, such as acoustic and thermal insulation, leveling ability, etc., may be
significantly reduced. To prevent this, the flooring system is tested for long-term load - CC (Compressive Creep
resistance). The CC parameter evaluates what static load can be applied to the floor over a 10-year period
without any decrease in physical properties of underlay. (i.e. reduction in thickness by 0,5 mm). The higher the CC

value, the greater the static load - incl. heavier furniture - can be placed on the floor system for a long time without
losing its technical qualities. The recommended CC value is 20 kPa.
